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Abstract: 
This study aims to understand how the translation process 

is produced in the translator brain from a psycholinguistics and 
neurolinguistics perspectives, rather than debating the 
efficiency of the different translation theories and the betrayal 
of the translator, as the majority of the translation studies do. 
Thus, we tried -through this paper- to do justice to the 
translator by evocating the different complex neurological 
operations that occur in the human brain while learning the 
foreign languages and manipulating them during the translation 
process. Therefore, the neurolinguistics shows us the most 
outstanding parts of the brain which are in charge of the 
understanding, analyzing and rewriting processes. These parts 
are mainly located in the left hemisphere of the human brain: 
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exactly at Broca and Wernicke’s area. However, the 
psycholinguistics tries to discern the translator behavior during 
the transition from the mother tongue to a foreign one: which 
means traveling through different cultures, civilizations, 
religions, etc. Then, we have passed by the psychiatry studies to 
illustrate how could the multilingualism affect the translator 
brain and cause the Multiple Personality Disorder due to the 
brainstorm caused by the conflicts among the different 
identities of the different foreign languages. Finally, we must be 
satisfied with any effort made by the translator, since the 
translation is a succession of multifarious and complex 
neurological and psychological operations which stimulate the 
translator to be multilingual, multicultural and sometimes a 
person with multiple personality disorder.
