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Preamble:

In light of the profound transformations witnessed within the humanities in
general—including the discipline of history and its openness to auxiliary sciences—
scholars have been driven to adopt new methods and instruments for engaging with
source and archival materials, particularly in terms of collection, analysis, and critique,
with increasing reliance on digital media. This evolution compels a reconsideration of
the traditional approaches and mechanisms that have long characterized historical

research.

Historical inquiry thus emerges as a dynamic scientific field, whose methods and
tools continue to evolve, especially in the context of the rapid technological

advancements that have reshaped the relationship between researcher and source.



Historical sources, in their multiple forms, represent the backbone of any serious
scholarly study, while archives—with their diverse holdings—constitute fertile
ground for extracting data and analyzing historical events through various

methodological lenses

With the diversification of sources (official, private, written, oral, audiovisual, etc.)
and the rise of digital archives and electronic databases, it has become increasingly
necessary to employ new techniques and tools to engage systematically with archival
material—from its collection and documentation to its critique, analysis, and

integration into the production of historical knowledge.
